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INFORMATION REGARDING DILATING EYE DROPS
Dilating drops are used to dilate or enlarge the pupils of the eye to allow the doctor to get a better view of the inside of your eye. This test is the most thorough way to evaluate the health of your eyes, and, in some cases, can assist the doctor in obtaining the best possible prescription for you. Declining this test could lead to a symptomless eye disease going undetected, which, without treatment, could lead to vision loss or blindness. 
YOU ARE RECOMMENDED TO HAVE A DILATED EXAM IF:

· You’ve never had one before, or your last one was a few years ago

· You have recently noticed flashes, new floaters, or sudden vision loss
· You have naturally small pupils
· YEARLY: if you are over 60 years of age, have high blood pressure, diabetes, or other medical conditions that can affect your eyes OR you have close or a few family members with an eye disease like glaucoma
Dilating drops frequently blur vision (mainly up close) for a length of time which varies from person to person (usually 2 to 4 hours). You will be more sensitive to light during this time, and sunglasses may be necessary (disposable sunglasses are available for your convenience). It is not possible for your doctor to predict how much your vision will be affected; most patients are fine to drive right after an exam, a few prefer to have an alternate driver with them, or someone that they can contact in case they feel uncomfortable. 
Some adverse reactions may be triggered from the dilating drops, but these are extremely rare and treatable with immediate medical attention. The doctor can determine from your history and exam findings if you may be more at risk for this and will advise you of it.
